SURVIVAL EQUIPMENT FOR USE IN
OVERWATER OPERATIONS
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PURPOSE

This advisory circular provides information regarding the survival items that should be carried during
aircraft extended overwater operations.

STATUS OF THIS ADVISORY CIRCULAR

This AC is an original issuance.

BACKGROUND

A. While the occurrences of ditchings in which aircraft occupants depend on overwater
equipment for survival are rare, the possibility does exist.

B. Therefore, information about the items which should be included in overwater equipment is
important and is provided here.

APPLICABILITY

This advisory circular is applicable to the operators and flight crews of all Philippine-registered
aircraft and all aircraft operated by holders of AOC issued by the CAAP.

SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS

2.1 PERSONAL FLOTATION DEVICE

Life preserver for each occupant of the aircraft.

® A survivor locator light

Signalling mirror

2.2 LIFE RAFTS

A. Rafts or slide/rafts with appropriate buoyancy and sufficient capacity for everyone on board the
aircraft and which have a boarding station.

Rafts (and slide/rafts where appropriate) should be equipped with the following—

Lines, including an inflation/mooring line with a snaphook, rescue or life line, and a heaving
or trailing line.

Sea anchors.
Raft repair equipment such as repair clamps, rubber plugs, and leak stoppers.

Inflation devices, including hand pumps and cylinders (that is, carbon dioxide bottles), for
emergency inflation.

Safety/inflation relief valves.

Canopy and appropriate equipment to erect the canopy.
Position lights.

Hook type knife, sheathed and secured by a retaining line.

Placards that give the location of raft equipment and are consistent with placard
requirements.

10) Propelling devices such as oars, or in smaller rafts, glove paddles.

11) Water catchment devices, including bailing buckets, reincatchment equipment, cups, and

sponges.
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12) A 2-day supply of emergency food rations supplying at least 1,000 calories a day for each

person.

13) One saltwater desalting kit for each two persons the raft is rated to carry or two pints of

water for each person the raft is rated to carry.

14) One magnetic compass.

15) Radar reflector.

SURVIVAL KIT

A survival kit, appropriately equipped. Some of the items which could be included in the survival
kit are—

1) One book on survival, appropriate for any area.

2) One fishing kit.

3) Triangular cloths.

4) Bandages.

5) Eye ointments.

6) Water disinfection tablets.
7) Sun protection balsam.
8) Heat retention foils.

9) Burning glass.

10) Seasickness tablets.

11) Ammonia inhalants.

12) Packets with plaster.

SIGNALLING DEVICES

Signaling devices including—:

SURVIVAL EMERGENCY LOCATOR BEACONS

1) A survivor locator light

2) At least one approved pyrotechnic signaling device.

3) One signaling mirror.

4) One spotlight or flashlight (including a spare bulb) having at least two "D" cell batteries or

equivalent.
5) One police whistle.

6) One dye marker.

Radio beacon with water activated battery.

At least two survival Emergency Locator
Transmitters (ELT(S)) capable of
transmitting on the distress frequencies.

The standards of performance for these ELTs
are prescribed in ICAO Annex 10, Volume V,
Chapter 2.
